Subj:	Wearing of the Uniforms

1. The Naval Science Classes are required by the Chief of naval Education and Training (CNET) Command to wear the issued uniform one class period each week.  Here at Damonte Ranch Mustangs Battalion our uniform day will be on Wednesdays.  If you have JROTC class on a Wednesday on the block schedule the cadet will wear the uniform for the entire day.  We will from time to time wear the uniforms on other occasions, drill competitions, parades, pas-in-review, award ceremonies, field trips, etc., as authorized by the Naval Science Instructors and CNET.  Certain modifications may be authorized for drill teams and color guards.

2.	Cadets will wear their uniforms properly in accordance with the US Navy and NJROTC regulations.  Complete uniforms to include shoes will be issued to the cadet by the NJROTC unit.  All cadets must wear a clean crew neck white undershirt when in the Navy/NJROTC uniform.  All cadets must also wear black socks, this is for boys and for girls.

3.	Cadets in uniform may not participate during or in connection with political activities, private employment, or commercial interest, or at any other activity when wearing the uniform may bring discredit to the Washoe County School District, Damonte Ranch High School, NJROTC or the U.S. Navy.
